Fr. Eduardo Montemayor, S.O.L.T.Fr. Eduardo Montemayor, S.O.L.T.  

A dynamic and nationally known speaker 
on Evangelization, Fr. Montemayor was 
born in Brownsville, Texas. He grew up in  
Matamoros, Mexico, crossing the border 
daily to attend Catholic elementary and 
high school in Brownsville.  He graduated 
from Texas A&M University in 1988 and 
gained an M.A. in International 
Management from the American Graduate 

School of International Management in Glendale, AZ.  After 
working in Phoenix for a year and a half, he entered the 
Missionaries of Charity seminary in Tijuana, Mexico in 1993. 
He left in 1997 to care for his ailing mother until her death later 
that year.  He then discerned to enter the Society of Our Lady of 
the Most Holy Trinity (S.O.L.T.) and was ordained a priest on 
June 29, 2002.  He has worked in parish ministry and with 
migrant farm workers, and was Director of the Department of 
Evangelization for the Diocese of Corpus Christi (TX) from 
2004-2010, where he led many successful evangelization 
efforts, including a “Catholics Come Home” initiative that led 
to a 17% increase in Sunday Mass attendance.  He is currently 
pursuing an S.T.L. in the New Evangelization at Sacred Heart 
Seminary in Detroit.
